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Layer 1: And whenever she got chance, she with her friend as well as mothers-sisters of the houses
would give slogans "Take arms, save Independent Bangla".

Layer 2: Whenever she got chance she accompanied by friends as well as mothers and sisters of their
homes chanted slogans Ostro Dhoro, Shadin Bangla Rokkha Kore (take arms in hands and protect
the Independenct Bangla)”.

Layer 3: And after getting any chances, she and her friends along with other mothers and sisters
used to chant a slogan, "Take arms, and protect the Independent Bangla."
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Layer 1: Later she, together with 30 members, got training from Hemayet Battalion about how to use
weapons.

Layer 2: Afterwards, she took training on using fire-amrs under Hemayet Battalion along with 30
members.

Layer 3: Later on, she along with 30 members received training about using guns from Hemayet
Battalion.
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Layer 1: Although she participated in several operations in the war, two operations were significant
