- Divided into two reign – Edwardian (1901-1910) and Georgian (1910-1939) 
- Stays from the death of Q Victoria to till 2nd World War 
- Novel dominated this period also. 
- Stream of Consciousness and the Use of the Interior Monologue were the 

weapons of the writers. 
- Psychological Complexities and Crisis is observed in this Period  
- Characteristics of the Period – Individualism, Symbolism, Experimentation/ Break
